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CITIZENS REQUESTS (MUNICIPAL CODE, SECTION 2-2):   

The City Commission of the City of Coral Springs, at each regularly scheduled meeting 
(first and third Tuesdays), shall entertain citizen requests.  Any citizen desiring to 
address the City Commission must submit a written request to the City Clerk.  Citizen 
requests will be held in the priority order in which they are received.  Each request shall 
succinctly detail the matter to be brought before the City Commission; shall contain the 
address and phone number where the citizen can be reached if the need arises; and shall 
be dated and signed.  Citizen requests are traditionally entertained at 7:30 p.m.

Items on the agenda which are not designed as Public Hearings must be discussed 
during the citizens requests period.  Waiver of rules.  By majority vote, the City 
Commission may invite citizen discussion on any agenda item and thereby waive the 
proscriptions otherwise outlined in this section.  

Decorum to be maintained. In every case where a citizen is recognized by the Mayor to 
discuss an agenda item, he/she shall step to the podium, state his/her name and address 
for the benefit of the City Clerk, and identify any group or organization he/she represents.  
He/she shall then succinctly state his/her position regarding the item before the City 
Commission.  Order shall be maintained at each City Commission meeting and the Mayor 
is hereby empowered to order from the room any citizen who refuses to comply with the 
rules and regulations outlined in this section.  The Police Chief or his authorized agent in 
attendance at the meeting shall carry out the order of the Mayor in this regard.  

Time limit on discussion.  Subject to waiver rule contained within this section, public 
discussion by individual citizens shall be limited to three (3) minutes at the citizens 
request period.

Brett Fernon born in Utica, New York, moved to Coral Springs at the age of two and attended 
Hunt Elementary School and Coral Springs Middle School. At the age of 10, Brett joined the Boy 
Scouts. Spending the next 8 years in scouting, Brett held positions as Patrol Leader, Assistant 
Senior Patrol Leader, and Senior Patrol Leader. In the spring of 1986, Brett was elected into the 
Order Of Arrow, which is scouting’s National Honor Society, recognizing scouts and adult 
scouters who best exemplify the scout oath and law in their daily lives. Ten months later, Brett 
earned his brotherhood sash for the OA, which is an honor that places further emphasis on the 
ideals of scouting. In 1990, Brett graduated from Coral Springs High School and joined the 
United States Marine Corps, serving our country for four years. 

After completing his service, Brett returned to Coral Springs and became active with scouting as 
an Assistant Scoutmaster for Troop 519. Brett, a single young man, got involved with scouting 
as an adult because he believed in paying it forward. Gaining much from scouting as a youth, as 
an adult he wanted to give back to the youth who followed. Today Brett spends his non-work 
time serving as the Scoutmaster of Troop 836 and gives many hours during the week and 
weekends devoting time to the scouting movement to help develop the moral strength and 
character of young boys. Brett helps scouts with their Eagle projects, takes them to meetings, is 
always there to lend a helping hand, as well as being involved in doing community based 
service projects, i.e.: cleaning up cemeteries, building picnic tables for camp grounds, assisting 
with functions to raise money for underprivileged scouts and much more.  Most adults providing 
this type of service do so because they have or have had a scout in the program. Brett, not 
having children, does all of this simply to help the youth and our community.

Friends and other scout leaders hold Brett as a highly regarded leader and someone who truly 
follows the scouting oath and law in his daily life. In 2005, Brett received the Vigil honor through 
the Order of Arrow for his exceptional service as a Brotherhood member, and for his 
distinguished contributions to the lodge, the Order of the Arrow, and scouting. This honor is 
bestowed by special selection and is limited to one person for every 50 members registered with 
the lodge each year. Brett was the Order of Arrow Lodge Advisor for four years, and to this date, 
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Brett regards his most sacred honor as that of being the Eagle Mentor for two Eagle Scouts who 
were former chapter chiefs during his tenure.

REQUESTED ACTION: Request the City Commission to recognize community partners 
who contribute to the successful H1N1 Vaccine Campaign.

The World Health Organization alert level reached Phase 6 "pandemic" level regarding the 
H1N1 virus. The Pandemic status was based on geographic distribution.  In Florida, the majority 
of the influenza viruses detected were novel H1N1 influenza viruses. Broward hospitalizations 
were reported on weekly bases.  Several deaths were reported since the onset of the pandemic.  
The Broward County Health Department H1N1 Flu Incident Command Team monitored the 
situation and further developed forecasts and contingency plans. Coral Springs received reports 
of Influenza A conditions; noting that this may have led to confirmed cases of H1N1, if further 
testing was conducted.  Reports in Coral Springs included daycare and other childcare facilities. 
As a result of this threat, the City of Coral Springs activated the City of Coral Springs’ CEMP 
Health Emergency Operations Plan and participated in the Broward County Health Department 
2009 H1N1 Vaccination Campaign.

The City of Coral Springs recognizes the support of community partners during the Campaign.  
Dispensing was made possible through the partnership with the Broward County Health 
Department and the Broward Health Hospital District.  Several members of the Coral Springs 
Chamber of Commerce provided logistical provisions that aided in the successful dispensing of 
the vaccines.  Collectively, the partnership of federal, state, county, and private sectors with the 
City of Coral Springs, resulted in over 12,000 individuals being immunized in our community.

BACKGROUND:

On June 1, 2009, Florida Governor Charlie Crist signed into law CS SB 538, Chapter 2009-97, relating 
to Chapter 175, Florida Statutes (firefighters) and Chapter 185, Florida Statutes (police officers).

Ordinance 2010-100 includes amendments to comply with CS SB 538 by clarifying certain provisions of 
the Firefighters Pension Plan in accordance with the requirements and recommendations of the Florida 
Division of Retirement and Chapter 175, Florida Statutes; amending Section 12-46 “Fund Management 
and Investments;” amending Section 12-48 “Service Retirement Benefits;” and amending Section 12-54 
“Amendment or Termination of the System”.

At the November 20, 2009 Firefighters Pension Board Meeting, the Pension Board Attorney, Ronald 
Cohen, was directed to draft Ordinance 2010-100, which has been reviewed by the City of Coral Springs 
City Attorney's office, which concurs with the recommended amendments.

The Firefighter Pension Board of Trustees board's actuary, Southern Actuarial Services, has issued 
an Impact Statement stating this ordinance has no financial impact to the plan.

The changes are summarized below:

• Increases the allowable foreign security investment from 10% to 25%;

• Allows retired firefighters to change joint annuitant or beneficiaries up to two times; and

• Provides for procedures in the event of plan termination

Mr. Goren reported it was quite unlikely that there would be any bills during the next session of 
the Florida Legislature regarding the ability of local governments to regulate fireworks.   Mr. 
Goren noted that Commissioner Powers had worked diligently to have a bill introduced to permit 
local regulation of fireworks activity.  

Mr. Goren also noted that the City Attorney's Office had not received a response from the 
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Florida Division of Elections in response to a request made on November 17, 2009, regarding 
certain types of uses of electronic social media sites by elected officials.  

Mr. Goren said he was in the process of studying proposed local bills and would provide an 
update to the City Commission at the their next meeting on January 19, 2010.

BACKGROUND:

In response to the Federal Regulation that allows for increased competition in the 
telecommunication marketplace and the resultant Ordinance #96-137, approved by the City 
Commission regarding telecommunication tower and antennae, staff issued a Requests for 
Letters of Interest to allow interested telecommunication firms to propose site leasing for 
personal wireless facilities.  The Letters of Interest achieved two main goals.  First, the new 
Federal Legislation governing personal wireless telecommunication services required that 
government entities deal with all FCC licensed telecommunication firms on a fair and equitable 
basis.  By notifying all known firms and establishing a methodology to arrive at negotiated lease 
agreements for the construction of these facilities, the City met this requirement.  Secondly, the 
marketplace for personal wireless facilities has become more competitive with the changes to 
Federal Regulations and the sale of additional FCC licenses. Staff is now in a position, through 
experience with the various providers in this marketplace, to attempt to minimize aesthetic 
concerns regarding the installation of these facilities on City property and to maximize the lease 
revenues for the use of City property.  The experience we have gained through the LOI process 
has allowed us to leverage City assets more effectively.

The initial multi-year lease terms for this agreement, which was first executed in 1997, have run 
their course and the lease has reverted to a year-to-year term, as per the original lease 
agreement.  Spectrasite Communications, LLC, approached the City in order to extend the 
lease for an additional series of multi-year terms, in order to make the tower more attractive to 
possible co-locators interested in adding an antenna to the site.  Possible co-locators will not 
consider a tower that is on a year-to-year lease, as they consider it too risky for the capital 
investment they must make to complete the co-location.  After negotiations with City staff, 
Spectrasite Communications has reached an agreement whereby the existing lease agreement 
will be extended to September 30, 2012, followed by four (4) five (5) year extensions past that 
date.  In order to achieve this extension, Spectrasite has agreed to pay the City a one-time fee 
of $50,000.00, which is in addition to the current annual rent of $41,368.75, which increases 5% 
each year.  Spectrasite has a co-locator interested in adding equipment to this tower, which will

require said co-locator to sign a separate lease with the City which would generate additional 
revenue from this tower, should this co-location be completed.  

As this site is included in the City’s Community Redevelopment Agency, City staff took care to 
ensure that flexibility remained in the lease regarding the relocation or removal of this tower 
should the City Hall North site be a candidate for redevelopment during this or any of the 
extension contract lease periods.  The City Manager’s Office and the City Attorney’s Office is 
satisfied that the language negotiated in this lease agreement preserves the City’s options 
regarding the redevelopment of this property, and that the lease terms and conditions would not 
hamper any efforts to redevelop this property, at the appropriate time.
