Coral Springs has long had the practice and policy of prohibiting elected officials from serving
on purchasing and procurement evaluation committees. The Customer-Involved Government
Committee recommended that the City Commission codify this practice and policy through
passage of an Ordinance.

This ordinance prohibits an elected public official from serving on an evaluation/negotiation
committee for purposes of evaluating/negotiating any procurement of goods and services, and
provides that recommendations to the City Commission of the bidder/proposer and
accompanying negotiated contract shall be within the sole purview of professional staff via the
evaluation/negotiation committee.

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City of Coral Springs deems it to be in
the best interest of the citizens and residents of the City of Cora Springs to adopt this
recommendation and to prohibit elected public officials from serving on
evaluation/negotiation committees, and to continue the responsibility and duty of placing
recommendations to the City Commission of the bidder/proposer and accompanying
contract within the sole purview of professiona staff.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
CORAL SPRINGS, FLORIDA ASFOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. Recitals. The above recitals are true and correct and incorporated
herein by this reference.

SECTION 2. The City of Coral Springs Code of Ordinances, Chapter 2, Article
VI, “Purchasing and Procurement,” Section 2-304, “Delegation of purchasing authority
to award and execute contracts,” is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 2-304.

* * * *

(2) In addition to the prohibitions and additional requirements otherwise contained
in the City’s Code of Ethics, Chapter 2, Article Il of the Code of Ordinances, no
elected public official shall serve on an evauation/negotiation committee for
purposes of evauating/negotiating any procurement of goods and services.
Recommendations to the City Commission of the bidder/proposer and
accompanying negotiated contract shall be within the sole purview of professional
staff viathe evaluation/negotiation committee.

Prior to voting on any procurement decision, members of the City Commission
shall disclose any ex parte communication with any lobbyist (as defined in Chapter
112, Florida Statutes) vendor, or representative of either.

SECTION 3. It is the intention of the City Commission of the City of Coral

Springs that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made part of the Code

of Ordinances of the City of Coral Springs, Florida. The Sections of this Ordinance may
be renumbered, re-lettered and the word “Ordinance” may be changed to “Section,”
“Article” or such other word or phrasein order to accomplish such intention.

SECTION 4. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances, Resolutions or parts of
Resolutions in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of such
conflict.

SECTION 5. If any clause, section or other part or application of this Ordinance
shall be held by any court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, such
unconstitutional or invalid part or application shall be considered as eliminated and so not
affecting the validity of the remaining portions or application remaining in full force and
effect.

SECTION 6. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its passage.

BACKGROUND Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP)

On July 30, 2008, Title 11l of Division B of the Housing and Economic Recovery Act, 2008
(HERA) appropriated $3.92 billion for emergency assistance for redevelopment of abandoned
and foreclosed homes and residential properties, and provides under the rule of construction
that, unless HERA states otherwise, the grants are to be considered CDBG funds. The program
will be referred to as the NSP.

HUD encourages each grantee to carry out its NSP activities in the context of a comprehensive
plan for the community’s vision of how it can make its neighborhoods not only more stable, but
also more sustainable, competitive and integrated into the overall metropolitan fabric.

City staff and its consultant, Community Redevelopment Associates of Florida (CRA), have
been working on the NSP program since Fall 2008. Because the NSP is a completely new
program, many of the policies and program direction currently being enforced by the Federal
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) have not been established until later in
the process. City staff and CRA have worked since that time to amend the program as
necessary to meet the requirements of the program and to expend the funds in a timely manner

as directed by HUD.

Table 1 below describes the NSP timeline.

Jan 2010 | Reopened application process to allow for additional applicants to the City’s
program and to renew interest in the program.

Jan 2010 | Facilitated second NSP Realtor Workshop to re-familiarize/train realtor and
added new lenders to the list, re-opened the applications process.

Feb 2010 | Received approval from HUD to expand the Target Area. The majority of the City
is eligible except Census Tract 203.21 (See Figure 1)

ANALYSIS:

HUD has expressed concerns on the expenditure of NSP funds throughout the South Florida
Region. The Miami Field Office has discussed with City staff and Community Redevelopment
Associates of FL (CRA) ways to improve its program and obligate 100% of the funds by the
newly established August 3, 2010, deadline.

Staff and the City’s consultant believe that an increase in the amounts of assistance provided
(for moderate and middle income) is necessary to attract NSP applicants who are currently
looking for eligible properties to purchase. The proposed amendment to the City’'s NSP
program would increase purchase assistance from $25,000.00 to $39,000.00 and home repair
assistance would increase from $35,000.00 to a proposed $62,000.00 for moderate and middle-
income applications. Low-income applicants will remain at $50,000.00 for purchase assistance
and home repair assistance each. The increased assistance will assure enough funding will be
set-aside to address non-cosmetic repairs and energy efficient improvement. Consequently, it
will require the City to reduce the number of units purchased.

The major increase will also allow potential homeowners to bid on foreclosed homes that need
substantial repairs that exceed $35,000.00 granted in the current program. The proposed
change will result in approximately 34 foreclosed properties purchased within the City by
homeowners within the NSP program including 8 low income and 26 moderate and middle-
income applicants). This proposed amendment reduces the number of those assisted by 7 as
the first amendment projected assisting 41 (33 non-low income and 8 low income).

This amendment to increase the amount of assistance offered will make the City’s program
more competitive with other NSP programs within Broward County as shown in Table 2. City
staff has contacted applicants within the program and determined that some applicants are
looking or have purchased a home in another community as that City currently provides more
assistance than Coral Springs. In some instances, mortgage companies and lenders are now
requiring funds to be escrowed at closing due to mold and substantial code issues (health and
safety), which in some instances exceed the current grant amount. In addition, due to current
assessed values of properties, the taxes due on these properties can greatly increase the
closing costs of prospective homeowners.

There are a number of homes available through the program that have not been purchased due
to the expense of repairs necessary to bring the homes up to code for health and safety issues.
The homes have remained on the market for months due to the rehabilitation necessary. This
increase in funds will further assist NSP applicants in purchasing these homes. A listing of
these homes is shown in Table 3.

SUMMARY:

The Community Development Division staff and CRA worked closely on this amendment that
will allow for additional funds to be allocated to each homeowner allowing for applicants to bid
on additional homes within the NSP Target Area. The mandated public hearings and 15-day
provision of the documents for review have been accomplished upon the consideration of this
item at the March 2, 2010, City Commission meeting.

BACKGROUND:

The services provided by the City’s vehicle towing contractor are two-fold. First, they are
the contractor used by the Police Department to deal with illegally parked, abandoned or
derelict vehicles and any services required as a result of traffic accidents or crime
scenes involving vehicles. Secondly, the contractor also provides, free of charge, all
required towing services for City-owned vehicles. The most important of the services
provided to the City involves the vehicles that are units in the Public Safety fleet, namely
police cruisers and fire fighting heavy equipment. In addition to these services, the City
has traditionally received a franchise fee for the granting of this contract. From the
service provider’s point of view, contracts such as these are consistent, stable sources
of business and revenue.

The existing franchise agreement for these services with Emerald Transportation
Corporation and Sal’'s Towing, Inc. expires March 31*, 2010, and has been in place for a
five year period. City staff did a review of the specifications and requirements of the
contract in order to ensure that it continued to meet the needs of the City for these
critical services. During this review, and with past experiences in mind, it became clear
that the two (2) service providers currently in place have done very well in providing
efficient customer service. This is based on the semi-annual reviews by the Police
Department of their services and the fact that both firms are very timely in their franchise
fee payments to the City.

Two changes are recommended for the contract renewal:

The City’'s Contract for Towing Services uses the Broward County Ordinance to
establish rates for service and time on scene guidelines for the amounts to be paid by
the vehicle owner. Both firms have agreed to extend the base fee for a typical tow to
encompass thirty (30) minutes on scene as opposed to fifteen (15) minutes in the
County Ordinance. This change will reduce the frequency of additional charges for time
on scene for most tow services.

Also, the franchise fees to be received by the City were reviewed and were increased
from $40,000.00 to $50,000.00, to keep pace with changes in the marketplace. Based
on existing franchise fees with other local cities, and the expected billing that would be
received from the City’s franchise, a $50,000.00 annual franchise fee was believed to be
fair and reasonable. Each service provider will pay half of that $50,000.00 franchise fee.

As a result of this semi annual reviews performed by the Police Department, staff
recommends that renewal of this contract be made to Emerald Transportation
Corporation and Sal's Towing, Inc. for the following reasons:

1. These firms far exceed the technical requirements for equipment necessary to
service the City, including the possession of three Class C wreckers, which are
the large variety needed to tow heavy City equipment such as fire fighting
apparatus.

2. Both firms have a computer-aided dispatch system which allows the dispatching
personnel to graphically see where each of the two units are on a Broward
County map at the time that a service call is made. This equipment allows the
dispatcher to make better decisions regarding which unit to send and minimize
the length of time required to have a unit on the scene. Staff believes that is an
important capability, especially in an emergency situation where response time
by the contractor may be a critical factor.

3. Both firms have over twenty years of excellent service provision. Historically,
vehicle towing services have been a concern with problems in areas such as
unfair billing practices and complications regarding the ultimate repair of the
towed vehicle. None of the recommended firms has any serious complaints as
regards to their business practices.

It is believed by the Police Department and the Purchasing Division that these firms, on
a rotational basis, will provide the highest quality of services to the public and to the City
fleet.

The Public Works Department and Purchasing Division are recommending Pavex Corp
for award of this work project. References were checked and all were very satisfactory
concerning quality of work completed. Pavex recently completed a similar roadway
resurfacing project in 2009 in a professional, timely manner.

The contract for this work project has been executed by the Contractor and a current
certificate of insurance is on file in the Purchasing Division.

We are now initiating a beneficial addition in the form of
deferred energy costs to the now completed Fire Station 80.

The solar panels in the form of a light adhesive film will be attached to the existing roof of Fire
Station 80. These cells will generate 38,000 watts of power and will be tied into the existing
building electrical feed to defer energy costs. The estimated savings is approximately $5,000.00
per year. Pirtle Construction has certified that this addition to the roof will not alter or void any
roof warranties.

In order to comply with the conditions of the grant funding, Pirtle Construction has also agreed
to adhere to the Buy American Clause and the provisions of the Davis-Bacon Act to provide for
prevailing wages for workers on the project.

These items have been reviewed by the Construction Review Committee and are being

Under the City’s Capital Improvement Program (CIP), various departments were approved
funding to purchase vehicles this fiscal year.

Purchasing staff prepared a formal bid package for seven types of vehicles that the City needs.
Bids were received and staff reviewed the results and compared them to the Florida Sheriff's
Association (FSA) contract and the State contract. Where possible, staff attained prices from the
FSA and State awarded dealers who were willing to review the City’s specifications and provide
guotes. Of those that responded to staff's requests for pricing, three dealers are being
recommended for award for three types of vehicles. Four dealers from the City’s own bid
produced the best results for the other four types of vehicles. The following low bidders on the
City’'s solicitation are not recommended for award for various reasons as explained below.

Bob Lanvin’s University Dodge, the lowest bidder for twenty-five (25) Large Pursuit Vehicles is
not recommended for award for the following reasons:

Officers test drove a Dodge Charger for a week and came to the conclusion that the
vehicle’s trunk space is not ample enough to store all of the equipment they carry. In
addition, the driver's seat does not accommodate taller officers comfortably or safely
if a prisoner cage is installed in the back. Cost differential from the low bidder to the
recommended bidder, Don Reid Ford, is an additional $634 per unit.

Two different mid-size SUV’s are needed by the Police Department Traffic Unit due to the
nature of their job.

Bartow Ford Co., the lowest bidder for two (2) Mid-Size Sport Utility Vehicles is not
recommended for award for the following reason:

Vehicles do not meet minimum engine specifications. Cost differential from the Ford
Explorer 4x2, V6 to the Ford Explorer 4x4 V8 is $4,561.00; cost differential to the
Toyota Highlander is $5,531.70.

As part of the U.S. Department of Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Program, the
City has been awarded a total of $125,000.00 to be used towards the purchase of Hybrid
vehicles from now until September 2012. The grant funds are to be used to cover the difference
