Index, All Urban Consumers, where permitted by law;

5) Ordinance #2011-120 — User Fees the City Commission held First Public Hearing and
approved First Reading on September 6, 2011.

DESCRIPTION/BACKGROUND:

The City of Coral Springs offers a variety of significant services to its residents, businesses, and
visitors, for which it charges an administrative fee and/or a user fee which should be
commensurate with the cost incurred by the City to perform the service. On or about December
2003, the City engaged the services of Government Services Group (GSG) to review the full
costs for the delivery of fee related services and current fees. In June 2004, GSG completed
the City of Coral Springs’ 2004 User Fee/Cost Recovery Study which analyzed the fee-related
costs and subsequent recommendations for the various departments. City staff reviewed the
recommendations of GSG and made final recommendations to the City based upon the analysis
provided and a review of the current fees. Staff further recommended that the City incorporate,
where possible, a chapter in the City’s Code of Ordinances to reference administrative and user
fees.

It is necessary for the City to periodically review the administrative and user fees and make
necessary adjustments. The code provides that the City Commission review the provisions of
the administrative and user fees on a biennial basis and are scheduled to be reviewed on or
before September 30, 2011. A review of the administrative fees has determined that some fees
should be adjusted pursuant to the requirements of the City’'s Code (by CPI), that there is a
need for some new categories, and that some costs need to be adjusted. Therefore, to clarify
cost for fiscal years 2011-2013, staff recommended the City Code be revised to reflect current
fees and future adjustments.

It is not the intent of Ordinance #2011-120 to be all inclusive as to all user fees/costs but to
incorporate the administrative and user fees for departments which are most related to
development and other services provided to the public.
