BACKGROUND:

The subject property is currently developed with a 7,248 square foot multi-tenant light industrial
building. The property owner, A/C Technologies, Inc., also owns the attached 5,000 square foot
building to the east. A/C Technologies, Inc. occupies the abutting space to the west of the
proposed dance studio. Parkland Printing occupies a tenant space to the east and there are
two remaining vacant tenant spaces.

The applicant is requesting to occupy a 3,600 square foot tenant space for use as a dance
studio with ancillary retail sales. This use is not identified as a permitted use in the Land
Development Code (LDC); therefore, the applicant is requesting a special exception to permit
the use in the IC District.

In the letter dated October 13, 2009, the applicant states that they have been in operation since
November of 2004 at another location located at 11322-24 Wiles Road (located in the B-3
General Business District). They also mention several issues over the last few years that have
caused them to lose customers such as nearby competition from a similar use, Hurricane Wilma
damage, and the recent opening of a pawnshop directly adjacent to their former location.

The applicant indicated that it was difficult finding an alternative location because several other
commercial shopping centers have existing dance studios, which would be a competitive
disadvantage. In the spring of 2009, the applicant found the subject site with the help of a local
real estate broker and began lease negotiations with the property owner. Subsequently, a five-
year lease was signed on May 22, 2009.

The applicant began making improvements to the tenant space including clean-up, repairs,

flooring and painting at the end of June 2009 (See Exhibit B). There were no building permits
applied for these improvements, therefore, the City was not aware of the business at this time.

Once the lease was already signed and repairs complete, the applicant submitted a request for
a business tax license. This was the first time it came before the Zoning staff and was rejected
since it is not identified as a permitted use in the IC District. The petitioner’s statement indicates
that neither the property owner, nor their estate broker informed them that use was not
permitted, even though she was aware that a business tax license would be required to begin
operation.

ANALYSIS:

Criteria for a Special Exception

A special exception is relief granted by the City Commission whenever the Commission
determines that literal enforcement of any section of the Land Development Code has one of
the two following effects:

1. Produces a result, which is not only a burdensome hardship, but is inconsistent with the
general public welfare; or,

2. Produces a result, which is not only inconsistent with municipal intent in the adoption of
any particular section of the Land Development Code, inclusive of the Comprehensive
Plan, but also inconsistent with the general public welfare.

Petitioner’s Justification:

The petitioner is seeking relief from Criteria #1 in their justification statement generally
contending that a substantial amount of tenant improvements have already been made to the
building to accommodate the proposed dance studio. This represents a financial hardship for
the applicant in relocating to another location. The applicant also states that the use will not be
incompatible with other businesses based on the proposed evening hours of operation, which
are divergent from the hours of operation of the majority of other uses in the vicinity.

The applicant states that proposed use has a specific clientele, and is not open to the general
public. The majority of students are dropped off and picked up with the exception of younger
three and four year old students and their parents who typically stay through the instruction.
They also indicate that business is only conducted when other businesses in the area have
closed for the evening. The proposed hours of operation are 5 pm to 8 pm Monday through
Friday and 9 am to 11 am on Saturday mornings.

Staff's Analysis:

I.  Purpose of the District
Section 250617 (Permitted Uses) of the Land Development Code does not list dance studios as

permitted uses in the IC District. Uses that are not specifically listed in this section of the LDC
are therefore not allowed in the district. Dance studios are permitted in all the commercial

districts including B-1 (Neighborhood Business), B-2 (Community Business), and B-3 (General
Business).

The IC District is composed of approximately 26 net acres and is located along the south side of
the Wiles Road frontage between the Sawgrass Expressway and Coral Ridge Drive. The
district is characterized by smaller lot sizes that allow for a variety of smaller-scale light
industrial and manufacturing uses. Lot sizes are approximately 200 feet in depth and utilize the
master parking design for circulation.

The purpose of the IC District as stated in Section 250616 (Purpose of District) is intended to
apply to areas near the IRD (Industrial Park) District to provide for the industrial commerce
needs of the City and surrounding region. As such, uses in this district typically support larger
industrial uses in the Corporate Park and are not intended to serve the general public. On the
other hand, uses within the B-1, B-2, and B-3 districts are primarily intended to serve the
general public. Therefore, the intent of the LDC is to locate dance studios in commercial areas
where the use is more appropriate and compatible with adjacent uses rather than in an
industrial district.

Additionally, Exhibit C provides a letter from the Executive Director of the Economic
Development Foundation stating that their Board does not support the request given the recent
comprehensive review of the Corporate Park permitted uses.

II. Compatibility Issues

Staff has several concerns in permitting a dance studio within an industrial district. The
compatibility between uses is of concern since as previously mentioned, the types of uses in the
IC District are generally not intended for use by the general public. Typical permitted uses in
the IC District include but are not limited to the following:

Light Manufacturing

Vehicle Service and Sales

Light Warehousing

Contractor Shops

Printing

Offices serving a Primary Industrial Use

Industrial districts by nature have more traffic from larger trucks, more noise, and less aesthetic
appeal than commercial districts. There is also less surveillance of industrial properties by
patrons or employees than there would be in commercial districts. The sites are less
accommodating for pedestrian traffic since they are not generally intended to serve the public.
All the aforementioned characteristics raise compatibility issues in permitting a commercial use
in an industrial district.

The major concern in reviewing the special exception petition is the safety of the students of the
dance studio. Dance studios involve the drop off and pick up of children of all ages. This
occurs in the late afternoon and evening hours, according to the petitioner. Staff has
reservations regarding the safety of children during drop off/pick up especially as it relates to the
parking area.

The rear parking area is used primarily by A/C Technologies work trucks and is a series of roll-
up doors at each individual tenant space. It is not intended for customer parking and should not
be used to drop off or pick up students. Although this parking area is lit, it is dominated by the
presence of work trucks and access to the rear of the building is not conducive to this type of
use. A light attached to the poles along Wiles Avenue provides lighting for the front parking lot;
however, there is no wall pack lighting located directly in front of the tenant space to adequately
light the sidewalk in front of the building to allow for a safe waiting area for students being
dropped off and picked up (See Exhibit B).

IV. Parking Issues

The majority of industrial uses require parking at a ratio of one space for every 500 square feet
of floor area. This is largely due to the fact that most industrial uses consist of larger tenant
spaces that provide for light manufacturing and warehousing; therefore, they have larger
buildings with less employees and patrons which result in less need for parking. Dance studios
require parking at a ratio of one space for every 200 square feet. They require much more
parking because of the nature of the use, which necessitates parking for employees, students,
and parents of students for prolonged periods of time during peak operating times.

The subject site has 42 parking spaces. Twenty of these parking spaces are located at the rear
of the building and the remaining 22 are located within the master parking area along the
frontage of the building. There are enough parking spaces to accommodate the proposed use
based on the existing uses in the building, which are as follows:

Although staff is assuming a parking ratio of one space per 500 square feet for the vacant
tenant spaces, it is possible that future uses will require more parking depending on the nature
of the use. As was previously mentioned, the majority of industrial uses have a parking ratio of
one space per 500 square feet; however, there are uses such as contractor shops, bakeries,
health clubs, and vehicle-related business that have parking ratios ranging from 1:150 to 1:300.
The property owner will be limited to uses with a parking ratio that is no higher than 1:500 when

finding prospective tenants for the vacant tenant spaces since a large amount of parking is
required by the dance studio use.

The applicant has indicated that the studio will only be in operation from 5 pm to 8 pm Monday
through Friday and Saturday mornings from 9 am to 11 am. The justification statement
indicates that there will be an adequate amount of parking since the majority of the industrial
uses will be closed by the time the dance studio is open. This may be the case, however, staff
is concerned that there will be conflicts between employees leaving the parking lot at 5 pm with
parents dropping off children during the same time frame.

The Police Department has reviewed this proposal and has identified concerns that being an
industrial district, the property and area in general is not well-lit and is isolated, especially after
normal or regular business hours; therefore, the area is not conducive for an instructional
business geared towards children.

SUMMARY:

Staff does not support the special exception request based on the reasons identified in the
Analysis section of this report; however, there may be certain upgrades and limitations on the
operation that would improve safety and compatibility in the event that the City Commission
choose to allow the request. The following mitigation items would provide a more safe and
compatible environment for the proposed use:

q Providing wall pack lighting along the frontage of the building would light up the sidewalk
thereby providing a safer environment for children to be dropped off/picked up;

g Restricting the hours of operation from 5 pm to 9 pm during the week would limit the
amount of overlap with adjacent, more intense, industrial uses;

g Restricting all drop off and pick up activities to the front of the building; and,

g A letter from the property owner acknowledging that they are aware that their ability to
lease out the remaining tenant spaces in their building will be limited to uses with a
parking ratio of 1:500 sq. ft. unless otherwise agreed upon.

g The special exception shall only be applicable to this particular petition and shall not
allow for future occupancy of the building with a similar use.

INTERVENING ACTION FROM THE P&Z BOARD MEETING (11/9/2009):

The Board voted 4-1 to forward a favorable recommendation for this petition to the City
Commission’s December 1, 2009, meeting with the conditions listed.

During Board discussion, Mr. DeGirolmo questioned the hours of operation of the adjacent
business A/C Technologies Inc. and whether the operation would be in conflict with the drop-
off/pick-up activity for the dance studio. Staff confirmed with A/C Technologies that their
business is open until 5 p.m., Monday through Friday. The Board also inquired as to the
parking area where the A/C Technologies service vehicles are stored, which was identified as
predominately in the rear parking area.

The lighting within the parking lot was discussed and staff indicated that there was not adequate
lighting along the walkway in front of the building. The petitioner indicated that there was
lighting above the entrance to the dance studio. Staff added that wall pack lighting along the
entire facade would be needed to provide adequate lighting along the walkway.

Board Member Kraft inquired as to whether a study had been completed regarding the amount
of truck traffic in the IC District. Staff responded that truck activity is a normal and frequent
occurrence in industrial districts and a traffic study was not required for this petition. There is a
one-way flow of vehicular traffic within the front parking area. The majority of parked cars
observed were of patrons and employees of these businesses. There are vacant tenant spaces
in the center; therefore, there does appear to be adequate parking under current conditions.

Additional Information

Since the Planning and Zoning Board reviewed the petition on November 9, 2009, staff has
conducted an inspection of the interior of the subject building. On November 19, 2009, a site
visit was conducted by City staff, including Tom Schubert, Building Official, Bob Hannon, Chief
Structural Inspector, Larry Archacki, Deputy Chief/Fire Marshal, and Paul Da Veiga, Zoning
Review Officer. During that visit, City staff determined that a great deal of tenant improvements
were completed that were not depicted on the latest building plans on file with Broward County.
Moreover, no permitting applications had been submitted for these improvements.

A letter was from the City Attorney’s office was sent to the applicant on November 24, 2009,
advising her that she cannot operate her business unless the special exception is approved by
the City Commission, a business tax license is issued, and all required permits and certificates
of occupancy have been finalized on the property. (See Attached — Exhibit D)

All drop-off and pick-up activities shall occur at the front of the building;

A letter from the property owner shall be submitted that acknowledges that their
ability to lease out the remaining tenant spaces in the building will be limited to uses
with a parking ratio of 1:500 sq. ft. unless otherwise agreed upon; and,

g The special exception shall only be applicable to The Dance Effect Studio and shall
not allow for future occupancy of the building with a similar use.
