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CITIZENS REQUESTS (MUNICIPAL CODE, SECTION 2-2):

The City Commission of the City of Coral Springs, at each regularly scheduled meeting
(first and third Tuesdays), shall entertain citizen requests. Any citizen desiring to
address the City Commission must submit a written request to the City Clerk. Citizen
requests will be held in the priority order in which they are received. Each request shall
succinctly detail the matter to be brought before the City Commission; shall contain the
address and phone number where the citizen can be reached if the need arises; and shall
be dated and signed. Citizen requests are traditionally entertained at 7:30 p.m.

Items on the agenda which are not designed as Public Hearings must be discussed
during the citizens requests period. Waiver of rules. By majority vote, the City
Commission may invite citizen discussion on any agenda item and thereby waive the
proscriptions otherwise outlined in this section.

Decorum to be maintained. In every case where a citizen is recognized by the Mayor to
discuss an agenda item, he/she shall step to the podium, state his/lher name and address
for the benefit of the City Clerk, and identify any group or organization he/she represents.
He/she shall then succinctly state his/her position regarding the item before the City
Commission. Order shall be maintained at each City Commission meeting and the Mayor
is hereby empowered to order from the room any citizen who refuses to comply with the
rules and regulations outlined in this section.

Funds will be used for the replacement of the bus
that provides transportation for our special needs citizens. This bus replacement is currently
budgeted for in the FY 2010 Fleet Replacement Program. Receipt of this grant will allow the City
to save most of the $98,200 budgeted amount, which could then be used to purchase other
vehicles in the Fleet Replacement Program.

Grant Request (estimated) $70,700.00

City Match (10% required) $ 8,600.00
Diesel differential (City paid) $ 6,700.00

Total Bus Cost (estimated) $86,000.00

The bus will be used to provide transportation to events, outings and summer camp for
physically and mentally challenged citizens as part of our Special Populations Program. This
bus, which has reached the end of its useful life, does not accommodate wheelchairs. Its
primary function has been to serve as the back-up for our Senior Pride Program which provides
daily on-demand shopping transportation for our elderly community. The Special Populations
Program, which nearly always requires wheelchair-accessible transportation, is only able to
operate when the Senior Pride Program bus is not in use. Replacing this bus with a reliable,
wheelchair-lift equipped bus, will give this program its own, dedicated means of transportation.

Commission. Order shall be maintained at each City Commission meeting and the Mayor
is hereby empowered to order from the room any citizen who refuses to comply with the
rules and regulations outlined in this section. The Police Chief or his authorized agent in
attendance at the meeting shall carry out the order of the Mayor in this regard.

Time limit on discussion. Subject to waiver rule contained within this section, public
discussion by individual citizens shall be limited to three (3) minutes at the citizens
request period.

The primary mission is to aid in locating
enrolled clients having Alzheimer's disease, Autism, Down syndrome, or other medical or
disabling conditions that may cause the client to wander from the caregiver. To date, there are
fourteen active clients enrolled. Presently, clients are enrolled through the Police Department at
an initial charge of $303.16; followed with a monthly maintenance fee of $8.50. The
coordination, administration and operational components of the program are under the Police
Community Involvement Unit.

In 2008, Project Lifesaver International partnered with LoJack SafetyNet, Inc. to enhance search
capabilities through LoJack SafetyNet Inc. technology. As a result of this partnership, law
enforcement agencies and Community Emergency Response Team programs are encouraged
to join this partnership at an annual membership fee of $200.00. Through becoming a partner:

LoJack SafetyNet, Inc. will serve as the program administrator

LoJack SafetyNet, Inc. conducts enrollment procedure of new clients

LoJack SafetyNet, Inc. provides new client information to the Police Department

LoJack SafetyNet, Inc. maintains monthly maintenance records of clients

LoJack SafetyNet, Inc. funds monthly maintenance and service call fees at $8.00 per
service call

Coral Springs Police Community Involvement Unit continues to serve as the liaison
between Project Lifesaver International and LoJack SafetyNet, Inc.

Coral Springs Fire CERT serves as the entity to provide monthly maintenance and
service calls

Coral Springs Police Department conducts searches of missing clients immediately upon
notification through LoJack SafetyNet, Inc. search equipment

Upon the effective date of the LoJack SafetyNet Program, new clients will be charged an
enroliment fee of $99.00; followed by a monthly maintenance fee of $30.00. New members who
cannot afford the cost of the Lojack SafetyNet Model will be equipped with the existing Project
Lifesaver transmitter from the current inventory. The active clients in the Coral Springs Project
Lifesaver Program will continue being served as previously agreed upon.

WHEREAS, the AGENCY is a public safety agency providing seres to locate and rescue lost or missing
individuals, including those suffering from Alzheimer’s or related disorders, Down Syndrome, autism or other form

of diminished capacity;

WHEREAS, the AGENCY and LOJACK are both desirous of entering into an AGREEMBN@arding the
installation and use of equipment and systems owned by LOJACK for the purpose of facilitating and enhancing
the AGENCY's efforts in locating and rescuing lost or missing individuals.

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties to this Agreement set forththe following as the terms and
conditions of the Agreement.

1.

TERM: The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of five (5) years from the date
designated above.

TERMINATION: This Agreement may be terminated by either party by providing at least
90 days written notice to the other party. LOJACK may terminate this Agreement and
remove AGENCY from the program if AGENCY is in violation of this Agreement and the
guidelines and training provided to AGENCY.

RENEWAL: 120 days prior to expiration, LOJA® will inform AGENCY of its desire to
renew this agreement. If both parties desire renewal, AGENCY and LOJACK will
negotiate any changes and execute a new agreement.

AGENCY agrees to include the name “LOJACK SAFETYNET” in referring to LoJack
SafetyNet equipment and services. Except in urgent circumstances, in the event
Agency produces or distributes press releases, announcements, brochures, collateral or
other marketing materials otherwise using LOJACK’s name or the LOJACK or LOJACK
SAFETYNET logo or tradmarks, AGENCY shall first provide a copy of such materials to
LOJACK for its prior written approval.

AGENCY has concluded that LoJack SafetyNet constitutes the most effective tracking
and location equipment and related services to track and rescue lost or missing
individuals in the community that it serves. LoJack acknowledges that, AGENCY may,
in its sole discretion, utilize any other equipment or system in the performance of its
mission and purposes. LOJACK may, in its sole discretion, immediatelyterminate this
Agreement and cease providing the SafetyNet equipment and services to AGENCY in
the event that AGENCY utilizes nonLoJack equipment and services in the tracking or
rescue of lost or missing individuals,.

EQUIPMENT: LOJACK shall provide klequipment, software, and interconnection
service that will be required for the AGENCY to operate the SafetyNet system. This
includes, but is not limited to: receivers, LoJack SafetyNet Personal Locator Unit (“PLU")
kits, batteries and straps, (if applicable), car power adapters, PLU testers, headsets,
antennas (whip and directional), and any future devices that LoJack determines to be
in-line with best practices. Upon prompt notification by AGENCY, LOJACK shall repair or
replace, at its option, any Equipment, which is not working properly. In the tracking

and rescue of LOJACK Clients, AGENCY shall only use the Equipment provided by, or
purchase from, LOJACK.

CUSTOMER SERVICE: LOJACK shall maintain a customer service center that is
available to AGENCY. AGENCY may contact customer service at-877-4-FIND-THEM
(1-877-434-6384). LOJACK shall support AGENCY, as requested by AGENCY, in the
search and rescue of Clients enrolled in the program.

COSTS: LOJACK shall be responsible for ALL costs inwad in the implementation,

installation, and operation of this system; provided, however, that AGENCY will be
responsible for any costs or expenses related to the training of its personnel necessary
for the AGENCY'’s operation and use of the system.

TRAINING: All AGENCY personnel or volunteers participating in the program as
operators must successfully complete operator training and be certified by an
authorized instructor. Operator re -certification must occur not less than once every two
(2) years. AGENCY hereby agrees and acknowledges that only personnel trained or
certified to operate LoJack SafetyNet equipment shall operate any LOJACK equipment
in any actual missing person search. Only AGENCY personnel who have been trained
as trainers by an authorized instructor may train other AGENCY personnel.

PERSONNEL: The Principal Contact listed on the Cover Sheet will be LOJACK'’s point of
contact with the AGENCY for all assistance and support. Such Principal Contact will
serve as the “program administrator” to supervise the program. It is the responsibility

of the AGENCY to ensure that the Principal Contact is Current and up to date in the on-
line LoJack SafetyNet system.

BACKGROUND CHECKS OBLIGATIONS: Agency shall do a Minimum Background Check
on all employees or volunteers having contact with Clients consisting of verifying the
individual's social security number and checking any record of criminal convictions. The
SSN report (i) must match the name and social security number provided, (ii) there
must not be two or more names listed under the SSN provided unless they are maiden
names or AKA, and (iii) the name and social security number provided must match.

The criminal history check must go back seven years and must include criminal history
record information from a national law enforcement, or criminal justice agency, and

corresponding criminal history information from an agency in the State or province in

which Agency is located.

A person has a clear background check if the report indicates no record found of a
conviction or penalty for violent crime, sex crime, financial crime or drug crime.
Penalties include dispositions of guilty, no contest, nolo contendere, probation
(including probation pending), deferred (including deferred adjunction, de ferred
prosecution or deferred dismissed) or expunged/sealed, but not dispositions of not
guilty; nolle prosse; nolle presequi or dismissed.

SERVICES: THIS SECTION SHALL ONLY APPLY IF AGENCY ALSO PERFORMS
THE BATTERY AND STRAP CHANGING FUNCTION. Once a Client is outfitted with

a LoJack SafetyNet PLU, batteries, straps and bands must be changed on a monthly
basis by authorized AGENCY personnel who have completed operator training or
volunteers trained and supervised by said operators. Caregivers of Clents are not to
change the batteries or bands. Monthly service visits shall be made by AGENCY
personnel to Client's home, domicile or location as previously agreed upon by Client’s
caregiver. In addition, should a Client experience a problem with the fu nctioning of its
PLU and LOJACK determines that the PLU or a part requires replacement, LOJACK wiill
make every attempt to overnight mail a replacement PLU or the required parts to
AGENCY and AGENCY shall make every attempt to replace the PLU or parts andefit
the PLU on the Client within twenty-four (24) hours of receipt by AGENCY. AGENCY

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shall then promptly complete appropriate documentation and return the old PLU or
parts to LOJACK.

NEW CLIENTS: THIS SECTION SHALL ONLY APPLY IF AGENCY ALSO
PERFORMS THE BATTERY AND STRAP CHANGING FUNCTION. AGENCY shall
advise LOJACK of new Clients it proposes to enroll in the program. LOJACK and its
third party service providers may recommend actual or potential new Clients to
AGENCY. Both Agency and LOJACK are feeto accept or reject proposed Clients based
on their respective criteria. AGENCY shall promptly visit the new Client and assess and
fit the Client with a PLU if AGENCY and LoJack criteria are met. AGENCY shall also
have the Client’s caregiver complete and sign the requisite documentation, as required
by LOJACK from time to time. AGENCY shall update Client information by logging into
the LoJack SafetyNet online portal, and fax the required documentation as provided in
the Client kit in accordance with LoJack SafetyNet guidelines as in effect from time to
time.

REPORTING OBLIGATIONS: AGENCY shall continuously maintain and update the
LoJack SafetyNet database (vww.lojacksafetynet.com/agency) (formerly
www.lifesavermanagement.com) with information regarding new Clients, battery and
strap change updates, searches and rescue information, as applicable. AGENCY shall
promptly return all signed Client agreements and related documentation, including all
Client visit reports, powers of attorney, etc., to LOJACK. AGENCY agrees and
acknowledges that use, maintenance and updating of the LoJack SafetyNet database is
an essential component to the LoJack SafetyNetProgram and will use and continuously
maintain and update the LoJack SafetyNet database.

INDEMNITY: LOJACK agrees to indemnify and hold harmless AGENCY for any claim for
damages asserted against AGENCY based upon the use yo AGENCY of the LOJACK
SafetyNet system and attributable to any negligence or fault on the part of LOJACK or
to a defect in any component of the LoJack SafetyNet system.

OWNERSHIP OF EQUIPMENT: LOJACK shall retain ownership and be liable for ALL
maintenance of LOJACK supplied eqpment and software. Upon any termination or
expiration of this Agreement, Agency shall promptly return all equipment and related
materials to LOJACK.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the parties
and there are no other promises or conditions in any other agreement whether oral or
written. This Agreement supersedes any prior written or oral agreements between the
parties.

AMENDMENT: This Agreement may be modified or amended by the written mutual
consent of both parties.

TRANSFER OF RIGHTS: This Agreement shall be binding on any successors of the
parties; provided, however, that AGENCY may not subcontract or otherwise transfer its
rights or obligations hereunder without LOJACK’s written consent. LOJACK may assign
this Agreement to any successor carrying on the relevant portion of its SafetyNet
business.

SEVERABILITY: If any provision of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid or
unenforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions shall continue to be valid and
enforceable. If a court finds that any provision of this Agreement is invalid or

unenforceable, but that by limiting such provision it would become valid or enforceable,

then such provision shall be deemed to be written, construed, and enforced as so
limited.

WAIVER OF CONTRACTUAL RIGHT: The failure of either party to enforce any provision
of this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver or limitation of that party’s right to
subsequently enforce and compel strict compliance with every provision of this
Agreement.

APPLICABLE LAW: This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Commonwealth
of Massachusetts if the AGENCY is in the USA and governed by the laws of British
Columbia if the agency is in Canada.

Pursuant to section 401(i), Tariff Act of
1930, as amended, (19 U.S.C. 1401(i), the Security of Homeland Security or his/her designee is
authorized to designate persons as Customs Officers (Excepted) who are designated to perform
the duties of an ICE Officer. The designated Customs Officers will have the authority to enforce
“Customs” laws. This agreement does not grant the designated Customs Officers the authority
to enforce “Immigration” laws.

The Memorandum of Understanding is an internal agreement between government agencies.
It does not create or confer any rights, privileges, or benefits for any private person or party.

This agreement has been reviewed and considered true to form by the Office of the City

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

The above listed law enforcement agency and ICE agree that effective enforcement of
the laws relating to ICE jurisdiction requires close cooperation and coordination between
the two agencies, and have therefore entered into this agreement to govern the use of
ICE designations by certain employees of your agency.

There may be instances when it may be desirable on occasion for certain sworn law
enforcement employees of your agency to be able to perform certain ICE duties. ’
Pursuant to section 401(i), Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, (19 U.S.C. 1401 (i), the
Secretary of Home/and Security or his/her designee is authorized to designate persons
as Customs Officers (Excepted) who are designated to perform the duties of an ICE
‘Officer. The designated Customs Officers will have the authority to enforce “Customs”
laws. This agreement does not grant the designated Customs Officers the authority to
enforce “lmmigration” laws. j

The forms and authorities referenced herein may be renamed or replaced by {CE without
prejudics to this agreement,

The two agencies have, therefore, entered into an agreement as follows:
